ELECTORAL ROLL

Every six years, we need to prepare a new
church electoral roll — 2025 is that year!
Are you baptised?

Are you aged 16 years+?

If so, we invite you to complete an Electoral
Roll form.

What does this mean for me?

Representation on the governing bodies of
our church depends on the number of people
on the roll.

If you wish to stand for election to the PCC or
other synodical council (Deanery, Diocesan or
General Synod), being on the roll is
compulsory

Joining the Roll gives you the right to attend
and vote at the APCM (annual parochial
church meeting). It enables you to choose
who stands on the decision-making body of
the church.

When you provide an email address on the
electoral roll form, you will be added to the iKnow
Church database. This will allow us to send you an
invitation to confirm your preferences on how you
would like the church to contact you through this
database. You will be able to set your permissions,
ensuring we communicate with you in the way you
prefer.

If you choose not to be added to the iKnow Church
database, you can decline permission, and your
email will be removed. Rest assured, any
communication will only be related to church
matters, and your email will not be shared with
anyone who does not have administrative rights
within the iKnow Church database.
